DESCRIPCION DEL CURSO

Este curso introduce los presupuestos, teorias y practicas de los métodos cualitativos de
investigacion social. El curso esta disefiado para que el estudiante desarrolle habilidades
especificas de investigacidon cualitativa, al tiempo que gane familiaridad con las teorias y los
problemas principales de este tipo de investigacion de lo social.

OBJETIVOS DEL CURSO

Este curso esta disefiado para darle al estudiante un entrenamiento basico en una variedad de
métodos cualitativos. También introduce al estudiante en los fundamentos epistemolégicos que
sustentan los métodos cualitativos.

La mejor manera de aprender métodos cualitativos es practicandolos y luego reflexionar sobre lo
gue se va aprendiendo en el campo. Dado lo concentrado del dictado de este curso la posibilidad
de practicar todos los métodos que se ensefiaran en el mismo es imposible, pero si existe la
posibilidad de practicar alguno de ellos. De ahi que se requerira a cada estudiante llevar a cabo un
pequefio proyecto de investigacion para el cual debera usar, por lo menos, dos métodos de los que
se discutirdn en el curso.

El objetivo general de este curso es que, una vez que los estudiantes lo completen, los mismos
seran capaces de:

1. Identificar y comparar diferentes acercamientos a la investigacion cualitativa.

2. ldentificar problemas éticos y emocionales ligados al uso de métodos cualitativos.

3. Demostrar habilidades basicas que les permitan conducir una entrevista individual, facilitar una
entrevista grupal, completar una historia de vida, llevar adelante una observacién de campo y una
practica de investigacion visual.

DINAMICA DEL CURSO

Esta clase se reline dos veces por semana, tres horas cada dia. Es un curso intensivo, por lo cual
los estudiantes tienen que pensar en un promedio de 15 horas semanales de trabajo para el
mismo.

Los estudiantes tienen que leer los capitulos y articulos asignados para cada clase con

anterioridad al dictado de la misma. Asistir a clase es obligatorio. Leer los textos requeridos los
ayudaran con los problemas que tendran que enfrentar una vez que vayan al campo.

Sistema de notas

La nota final para este curso sera determinada de acuerdo a la siguiente férmula:

. Asistencia y participacion en clase: 10%
. Presentacion teorica: 15%
. Presentacion préctica: 30%
. Paper final: 45%



Tareas

Presentaciones en clase

Cada estudiante debe hacer dos presentaciones a lo largo del curso (una tedrica y una practica).
Para las presentaciones teéricas lo que se pretende no es un resumen del articulo a presentar,
sino que el estudiante identifique tres o cuatro puntos de importancia en la lectura asignada para
iniciar una discusion en la clase. Al mismo tiempo el estudiante tiene que preparar dos o tres
preguntas para ser discutidas en clase. El comparar la lectura asignada con los otros articulos y
libros del curso sera especialmente importante para obtener una buena nota en esta tarea, como
asi también la calidad de la discusion que el estudiante logre iniciar. Un breve resumen (no mas de
dos paginas) deberéa ser entregado al profesor al terminar la presentacion.

Para la presentacidn practica es necesario integrar todas las lecturas metodolégicas y las clases
del profesor en la misma. El estudiante tiene que demostrar que ha seguido los consejos que alli
se mencionan al momento de hacer su investigacion. Al mismo tiempo, el estudiante tiene que
presentar los temas mas interesantes que surgieron al aplicar la metodologia elegida al tema de
estudio, en otras palabras, que es lo que el estudiante sabe ahora de su problema de investigacion
qgue no sabia antes de haber ido al campo. Adicionalmente, el estudiante tiene que reflexionar
sobre cuéles fueron los mayores obstaculos que encontré en el campo, que cosas haria de manera
diferente la préxima vez que utilice la metodologia que uso para este ejercicio, que tipo de
informacidn consiguié con el método aplicado que otros métodos no le habrian proporcionado, que
otros métodos serian necesarios para analizar en profundidad el tema elegido, etc. Finalmente el
estudiante tiene que relacionar el método que uso en el ejercicio que es presentado con la
discusion epistemolégica acerca de los métodos cualitativos que se va a dar al comienzo del curso.
Una vez que el estudiante finalice con su presentacién el profesor evaluara la misma y discutira
sus aciertos y errores. Un breve reporte (no mas de cinco paginas) deberd ser entregado al
profesor al terminar la presentacion.

Para la realizacién de estos ejercicios practicos el estudiante debera seguir los siguientes
lineamientos:

. No se permiten entrevistas a miembros de la familia y amigos cercanos.

. Todos los reportes de investigacion (observaciones, entrevistas, historias de vida,
grupos focales, etc.) deben tener nombres ficticios. El estudiante nunca debe usar
los nombres reales en ninguna de las presentaciones en clase o el paper final. Para
proteger aln mas el anonimato de lagente que es entrevistada el estudiante también
tiene que cambiar _en sus presentaciones cualguier circunstancia que,
eventualmente, pueda identificar a los entrevistados.

Paper final
El paper final (15 péginas, es decir +/- 4,500 palabras) es una monografia de investigacion sobre

un problema o tépico relacionado a las ciencias sociales que tiene que dar cuenta de la manera en
que dos de los métodos de investigacion que se discutieron en el curso (uno presentado por el
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estudiante en clase, mas uno adicional que el estudiante considera apropiado para el tema
investigado) han ayudado al estudiante a conocer mas acerca de su objeto de investigacion. Si el
estudiante quiere agregar un tercer método al paper final esta autorizado a hacerlo, pero no es
obligatorio. Lo que si es obligatorio es seguir el formato estdndar de los papers de investigacion
(introduccién, importancia del tema de investigacion, revisibn de la literatura pertinente,
acercamiento tedrico, metodologias usadas en la investigacion, hallazgos mas importantes,
conclusiones y referencias bibliograficas). Como se vera en la primer parte del curso, una de las
caracteristicas mas importantes de los métodos cualitativos es que permiten repensar la relacion
entre el sujeto que investiga y el que es investigado. Como parte de esta reflexion muchos autores
promueven un cambio en la forma candénica en que los trabajos de investigacion son presentados.
Si el estudiante, luego de tomar el curso, se siente capacitado para practicar alguna forma
experimental de escritura de su paper final, el profesor lo puede asistir al respecto.
